While the age 

group is generally 9 -12, it is open to kids 6 -16 yrs. of 

age.   
 

This is a collaborative approach with Grace Commu-

nity Village (WIN), Child Evangelism Fellowship and 

Project URGE.  It is educational, entertaining and 

edifying .  The program consists of a free breakfast, 

Bible study and field trips to a variety of places, 

such as parks, museums, hiking trails and art galler-

ies.  Our desire is to continue the Saturday Sonshine 

program on a course to filling these kids with Godõs 

word, surrounding them with caring adults and ener-

gizing them with educational and entertaining experi-

ences.

WIN! is working hard to engage community residents in 

the northwest side of the City of Rochester.  We are looking 

at this process from òthe glass is half fulló perspective.  In 

other words, we are not focusing on all that is wrong and 

not working in the neighborhood, but what is good and is 

working. 

 

 Conventional, or traditional, community intervention(s) or 

organizations have often been top-down.  The challenge is 

to undo this type of thinking and organizing and become 

more fully grassroots oriented.  This requires reaching deep 

into communities and helping them see their potential.  

There is a systemic dysfunction found within inner city 

neighborhoods that has to be undoneñreplaced with better 

organization around community assets and needs as well as 

a stronger community voice.  It is important to regularly 

remind the residents that their ideas, concerns, skills, plans, 

hopes and dreamsñmatter.  The WIN! Project is commit-

ted to long-term efforts and involvement within the north-

west part of the City of Rochester. 

 

 As stated by Lew Feldstein of the New Hampshire Chari-

table Foundation and co-chair of the Saguaro Seminar, 

"We need to look at front porches as crime fighting tools, 

treat picnics as public health efforts and see choral groups as 

occasions of democracy. We will become a better place when 

assessing social capital impact becomes a standard part of 

decision-making."

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Project URGE Presentation and Tour  

The òURGEnt Presentation & Tour was once again 

held on the first Saturday in November.  This is the 

sixth year we have sponsored this event. The Project 

URGE Tour allows the opportunity for people to talk 

with representatives from twenty organizations and 

ministries and to visit some of the facilities. There 

were approximately 30 participating in the event. 

Despite our increased effort in advertising, phone 

calls and e-mails, turnout was lower than the typical 

55-70 that had attended in past years. This is the 

first year weõve met in the city and the economic 

downturn had begun. It should be pointed out that 

the number of people attending does not always re-

late to a higher percentage of involvement. This year 

reflected a higher number of participants from 

church congregations. We had hoped that by hosting 

the event from Grace UMC on Driving Park that it 

would elevate the number participating from urban 

churches. This clearly had no impact on that focus.  

 

Once again, approximately 80% of the participants 

were unaware of the majority of these organizations 

and ministries prior to attending the presentation. 

The organizations have the primary responsibility for 

tracking their sign -ups and following up on prospec-

tive volunteers. All but two participants found the 

tour both informational and helpful in learning about 

the various organizations. Some still remain involved 

with volunteering since the very first tour held six 

years ago!
